Joe A. Quick was born and raised in Morrill, Nebraska, on September 3, 1919.  His Mom was Postmaster and his Father a Pharmacist.  He was the oldest of three.  He was Valedictorian of his high school and after completing Junior College enlisted in the U.S. Air Force and became a flight instructor during WWII.

Beth Hinson Quick was born and raised in Marianna on September 3, 1921.  She had a younger brother named, Dick.  While home during Christmas holidays her senior year at the University of Alabama, she met Joe at an Officers dance.  He was stationed in Marianna opening an air force base at Graham Aviation. They fell in love and married June 30, 1943.  Joe joined the Air Force reserves and opened Quick Tractor Company in Marianna, which sold Massey Ferguson tractors.
